Rationale of the Advanced Diploma (I11) in Communicative Marathi (Level 4):

After having finished Advanced Diploma in Communicative Marathi (Level 3), learners
need to go to the next level of learning Marathi through the integrated communicative
approach. Teaching of languages, particularly Indian languages, needs to be revolutionized
in order to give an impetus to Indian Languages. This requires intense interaction with the
methodologies, tools and techniques of teaching, deployed in the teaching of various
languages, including foreign languages. This will make Marathi potentially viable as a
second, third or foreign language. Marathi and German are both Indo European Languages
with similar language structures, so teaching methodology can be similar.

Progamme Description:

The programme shall enable the learners to understand the main points when clear,
standard language is used and the focus is on familiar topics associated with work, school,
leisure time, etc. The learner will be able to deal with most situations typically
encountered in the language region. He/She will be able to express him/herself simply and
coherently regarding familiar topics and areas of personal interest.
