PARTICIPATION AS A LANGUAGE ACTIVIST

In the year 2002, Govt. of Maharashtra introduced an option of Information
Technology to Marathi for 11" and 12" standards. Many people from the
various fields joined their hands with Marathi language teachers in the
movement against this decision of State Government. In a way this was the
start of Kendra’s movement for the cause of Marathi.
In the year 2006, a state-wide conference was organized jointly by (The
Institute for Protection and Development of Marathi Language) and the
Department of Communication and Journalism, University of Mumbai on the
subject of ‘Marathi in the field of Judiciary: Present Status and the
Challenges’. Members of Marathi Abhyas Kendra had leading part in success
of conference and to reach the problem of Marathi all over.
