It was unanimously resolved that the university of mumbai shall get
compensation for handing over 34,715 sq. mtr. of land of Kalina Campus
by University of Mumbai to MMRDA which shall be the prevailing Market
Value per sq. mtr. of the land in accordance with the Land Acquisition
Act 1894, which was later replaced by Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation
and Resettlement Act, 2013, notwithstanding the terms of the MoU
signed between University of Mumbai and MMRDA, dated 12/5/2016.

NOTE - 1

Sub: Compensation from MMRDA
(For handing over 34,715 sq. mtr. of land of Kalina Campus, by University of Mumbai)

Background

1. A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was executed between MMRDA and University
of Mumbai, dated 12th May 2016, which was later followed by Government Resolution
(G. R.) dated 15th October 2016, whereby the University of Mumbai agreed to hand over
the said total land of 34,715 sq. mtr. / 8.57 acres, as described below:

a) 15,881 sq. mtr of land for construction of 30 mt DP road; and

b) 18,834 sq. mtr. of land for construction of elevated road from BKC to Hans Bhogra
Marg 34,715 sq. mtr. / 8.57 acres of which approximately 70% work for constructing
30mt DP road and approximately 30% work for constructing elevated road is executed
by MMRDA.

2. In the MoU whilst the University of Mumbai had at that time requested MMRDA,; vide para
H of the MoU; for the construction of various facilities for University of Mumbai viz.
construction of Hostels for 1500 students (both boys and girls), 225 nos. of residential
staff Quarters (150 nos. for teaching and 75 nos. for non-teaching staff), 50 rooms
capacity University Guest House and Science Block (8 winged 4 storied structure) along
with three University Office buildings having total approximate built up area of 3,00,000
sq mt and compound wall perimeter of 4,000 RMT as compensation. The MMRDA
Commissioner at that time declined to consider this and instead agreed to recommend to
MCGM for allotment of TDR as per the prevailing rules of the State Government. Till date,
University of Mumbai has not been appraised of the quantum of TDR nor has it received
any communication from either MMRDA and/or MCGM for University of Mumbai to
consider acceptance or rejection of TDR.

3. Thus, whilst the MMRDA has already started its works, the University of Mumbai has not
been paid the Compensation for handing over these parcels of land to MMRDA.

4. Additionally, the issuance of TDR, being proposed form of compensation for handing over
the aforesaid area of land the said MoU, is expected to realise an amount of Rs. 257
crores only from its sale (As per the letter dated 26.02.2020 by the Vice Chancellor.
Based on the assumption that University of Mumbai is given TDR equal to the quantum of
the land given and the approximate estimated market value prevailing today), which is
very less compared to the expected market value of such land parcels. (This is
determined based on estimated market value of 34,715 sq. mtr / 8.57 acres and subject
to confirmation as per the LAA 1894 & subsequent amendment thereto), sold in and

around the location of Kalina / BKC area.
B
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5. Furthermore, TDR has lost its relevance since 2016 when TDR used to be in short supply
as MCGM under its revised policy allowed purchase of FSI directly from it as part of its
new development policy. Therefore, instead of quoting at a premium to fair market value it
now quotes at a substantial discount. Therefore, the University of Mumbai would incur
huge losses, if the compensation is granted in form of TDR and not at the current market
value of the land at Kalina / BKC area.

6. Please note that we have already made various correspondence in the matter to various
authorities, including the letter, dated 26.02.2020 written to the Principal Secretary
(Department of Higher & Technical Education, Government of Maharashtra) after the
meeting held on 13.02.2020 between the Deputy Chief Minister and representatives of
MMRDA and University of Mumbai, where the request for compensating University of
Mumbai at current market value of the said land parcels of 34,715 sqg. mtr. / 8.57 acres

was in principally agreed.

Further, the Hon’ble Chancellor also held meeting on 20.10.2020. Subsequently, following
meetings were held by the Hon’ble Minister of Higher & Technical Education on; a)
22.03.2021 and b) 23.03.2021. The Hon'ble Minister of Higher & Technical Education and
Hon'ble Minister of Urban Development (in-charge of MMRDA) has assured us that
University of Mumbai shall be given market value for the 8.57 acres given to MMRDA.

Sub: Delegation of Powers by Management Council to a specific Committee for timely
- execution of each Special Project of University of Mumbai

Hon'ble Management Council Members are very well aware of the fact that there are
numerous Projects / Works of University of Mumbai, which have been pending over a period
of 10 to 15 years since initiation of such Projects / Works. A sample list of such pending
Projects / Works is attached herewith as Annexure 1.

Members may appreciate that due to delay in implementation of these Projects / Works, the
University of Mumbai is:

* Not able to use the infrastructure, being outcome of completion of such Projects / Works:
* Losing money on investment which is stuck in part completion of the Projects / Works
* Occupying the land which could have put to alternate productive use, etc.

Therefore, it is important that we find ways to avoid such bottlenecks and ensure timely
execution of the Projects / Works on hand. In order to achieve the same, “Special Project
Committee” will be formed immediately under the powers vested under Section 31(zf) of the
Maharashtra Public University Act and delegate these powers, vested with the Management
Council, to this Special Project Committee for timely execution and implementation of these
~ Special Projects. Section 31(zf) is reproduced herein below for ready reference:

“31. The Management Council shall have the following powers and duties, namely:

(zf) to delegate, any of its powers, except the power to make, amend or repeal
Statutes and Ordinances, to the Vice-Chancellor or such officer or authority of the
university or a committee appointed by it, as it thinks fit:”

To execute and implement these Special Projects, listed at Annexure 1, as per section 31
(zf) the special powers are delegated under the Maharashtra Public University Act to this
Committee being formed.

Considering the above, the Special Projects Committee, under reference, is empowered
with powers of the Management Council under section 31 (g), (h), (i), (1), (m), (n), (o) and (p),
listed herein under: .
‘g) to control and arrange for administration of assets and properties of the
university;
(h) to discuss and approve with modifications, if any, the annual financial
estimates or budget, that is to say the fund which may be received from State
Government, university funds and other funding agencies separately, as

received from the Finance and Accounts Committee:

The aforesaid powers are delegated for exercising only for the purposes of timely and
efficient execution, implementation and completion of the Special Projects, listed under
Annexure 1 herein under. The list of such Special Projects can be amended from time to time

to consider proposals to enter into, amend, carry out and cancel contracts on
behalf of the university;

to transfer by sale or otherwise, any movable or intellectual property rights on
behalf of the university;

to transfer by sale or lease or contract any immovable property to other
organization with the prior permission of the State Government:

to create immovable assets in the form of land, building and other
infrastructure out of reserve funds, for its campus and sub-campuses;

to borrow, lend or invest funds on behalf of the university as recommended by
the Finance and Accounts Committee:

to lay down policy for administering funds at the disposal of the university for
specific purposes;”

by the Special Project Committee.

Further, the Special Project Committee shall be a 3 member committee.

All the decisions of the Special Project Committee shall be informed to the Management

Council on quarterly basis in the subsequent MC.

The aforesaid formation of Special Project Committee and delegation of powers to such

committee for the Special Projects to be implemented with immediate effect.
