CERTIFICATE IN GERMAN (A1 Level) 

CREDITS: 4 credits 

The main aim of this course is to introduce the students to elementary knowledge of the 

language, its structures and phonetics and shall involve diverse exercises for practice and their 

application in authentic situations. This course shall emphasize upon communicative 

competence in German reading, writing, speaking and listening skills. 

Equivalent to CEFR Level A1 

Level A1: The learner  

1. can understand and use familiar everyday expressions and very basic phrases aimed at 

the satisfaction of needs of a concrete type. 

2. can introduce him/herself and others and can ask and answer questions about personal 

details such as where he/she lives, people he/she knows and things he/she has.  

3. can interact in a simple way provided the other person talks slowly and clearly and is 

prepared to help.
