At the Advanced Diploma III the learner will complete CEFR C1 Level. 

C1 Level: The learner 

1. Can understand a wide range of demanding, longer texts and also grasp  implicit meanings.  

2. Can express himself spontaneously and fluently, without having to search for words  more clearly.  

3. Can use the language effectively and flexibly in social and professional life or in training  and studies.  

4. Can express himself in a clear, structured and detailed manner on complex issues and use  various means 

of linking text appropriately.

External Candidates with equivalent prerequisite competence shall be permitted to appear for the  

Advance Diploma III in German by paying a fees of Rs. 6,000/- only when the final exam is held.   

The University Department of German may hold this exam or a part of it in collaboration with an  

internationally recognized body and due fees may be collected by the department as per the  

understanding with the international organization so that the students may avail of an internationally 

recognized certification in addition to the Diploma Certificate for benefit of the students.  

The marksheet/ grade card must mention the Level C1 and 8 Credits.
