It has created a new
identity for itself as “"tribal society” while preserving its glorious
traditions while moving from the present to a bright future and into

the mainstream of society.

in western ghats have created wealth of knowledge.

The traditions, literature, customs have evolved over period of time. The use
of this knowledge in day to day activities and on specific occasions calls for serious

attention.
