December 2023, requested for issue of .equivalance certificate Bachelor of
Pharmaceutical Science is equivalent to Bachelor of Pharmacy as per UGC norms
and also as per Mumbai University, after 2014 changed the nomenclature of
Bachelor of Pharmaceutical Science to Bachelor of Pharmacy. So he is requesting to
Mumbai University to provide a certificate that Bachelor of Pharmaceutical Science
1s same as equivalent to Bachelor of Pharmacy.

The matter was placed in the Board of Deans meeting vide item No. 9.3 when it
was resolved that equivalence certificate that is Bachelor of Pharmaceutical Science
is equivalent to Bachelor of Pharmacy be issued to Santosh Raisoni be accepted
and the same be recommended to Academic Council for consideration & approval.

As the degree is not accredited
and not listed by the "University Grants Commision of India" (UGC), we can't
evaluate yur BPIS degree. B.P.S. is not recognised by the UGC.

Institution.

It is observed that many departments/Institutions have not formed the Advisory
