The recent UPSC examination ruling on this point has created, for 
the first time, a situation where a student using the Indian languages is not debarred from 
competing for the highest posts under the government. It is, in fact, necessary that all other 
competitive examinations must also be thrown open to candidates using Indian languages. The 
resent emphasis on English as a medium of instruction is one of the factors accentuating the 
stratification and elitism in our society as also the alienation of the literate from the illiterate.
